Newberry Library holds the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy Railroad Company archives. Volume one 

describes lines east of the Mississippi River. Volume two describes lines in Iowa and Missouri. 

Volume three describes lines west of the Missouri.

Call number: E 171 073 and photocopy in checklist area. This archive consists of 1,600 square feet 

of ledgers, drawings, work orders, and financial records of the Pullman Corporation from the 1870s 

until 1959. There are no personal letters of George Pullman or office correspondence relating to the 

administration of the company. The material is richest for the daily function of the company in the 

1920s and 1930s.

Call number: Ref HE 2791 C6425 in checklist 

area. This collection, of approximately 400 square feet, is richest for the years 1870 to 1895. It is 

strongest in terms of financial and administrative records. There is little material of a working nature, 

i.e. payrolls, lists of employers, track or engine construction and maintenance, or any policy 

statements.

1906 (80 volumes). The richest part of the collection runs from 1880 to 1905, with strengths in high-

level administration. There are no working papers dealing with railway operations or personnel for 

this period.
